The GreenLine's primary screen displays numerical values for:

· Engine RPM

· Manifold Pressure

· Oil Temperature

· Oil Pressure

· Fuel Pressure

· Hottest Cylinder-Head Temperature

· Hottest Exhaust Gas Temperature

If a critical engine parameter is out of tolerance, a flashing warning message is immediately displayed on the GreenLine's large-character LCD screen.

By pressing the "Change Screen" button on the GreenLine's front panel, the pilot can view the following clearly identified numerical engine data:

· Cylinder Head Temperatures for Cylinders 1 and 2

· Exhaust Gas Temperatures for Cylinders 1, 2, 3 and 4

· Outside Air Temperature

· Voltage

· Fuel Flow

· Duration of Flight Time

· Total Cumulative Engine Time

In addition, bright, clearly labeled green, amber and red bar indicators provide normal, cautionary and warning indications of these critical engine parameters:
